According to reliable gardening experts, new
FROM THE bedding plants need some rough treatment at
planting time. The best thing you can do when

PASTOR planting tomatoes, petunias and other bedding

o plants is disturb their roots. If a plant has been

growing in its pot so long that the roots are
circling the bottom of the pot, you need to jab your finger into the
bottom of the soil and pry apart the tangle of roots.

A WORD

If the whole pot is filled with circling roots, you need to be merciless.
Breaking some of the roots is far better than allowing the roots to
continue to circle when the plant grows in the garden. Most bedding
plants shrug off this tough treatment and actually thrive because of it.

Christians often resemble root bound plants. We grow complacent and
comfortable where we are. Our roots circle around and around in the
same small area, no longer reaching out for life and nourishment and
growth. The healthiest thing God can do for us is shake up our roots
and put us in new soil.

Lent can often be a time when God shakes up our rooting system.
During the season of Lent, we Christians are to seek a change of heart
in our relationship with God. Lent is a season of preparation for
celebrating the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ and in so doing
our hearts are stirred and some times disturbed. Lent is a time when
God is preparing us for something big.

This Lent | invite you to let God shake up your roots and shake up your
world. Consider penitential works of abstinence, fasting, prayer and
charitable works. Consider taking on new disciplines and casting off old
habits. Let God poke around and break off what is no longer desirable. |
know that in the process, we will thrive as we grow into a deeper
relationship with God.

with the Roblealto Children’s Home

in San Jose, Costa Rica. This ministry has been
established for over 70 years and meets the needs of
children of very poor and destitute families. Roblealto
operates three locations in the city, providing day
care, food, education, clothing, Bible teaching, safety
and love to hundreds of children. The Bible Home is a
residential facility located outside of the city housing 80
children in ten homes, and operating a Christian school
for first through eighth grades. It is here that our teams
will stay and work for a week in March and April.

Our project this year is the building of a new house for
qualified house parents and 10 children. Teams from
other churches will be there before us and after us—
we will pick up where the previous team left off.
Besides providing valuable labor, we are living among
the children and building relationships with them, as
well as the house parents and staff. We have dinner in
their homes and get to hear the testimonies of the
children. Not only do we share a meal with them, but
we also become a part of their evening devotions. We
are there to encourage and support the staff, and to
love and befriend the children. Many of these children
have never experienced real love and acceptance, nor
have they had an adult sit and listen to them or play a
game with them. For a week we become the hands,
feet, arms, ears and heart of Jesus to these little ones,
at the same time we are serving Him. Please pray for
the two teams that are going, and if the Lord prompts
you to financially help that would be tremendous.
